Year-round production, independent of weather

* Controlled Environment Agriculture (CEA)

* Water efficient — 90% less water than conventional
agriculture

* GMO, herbicide, pesticide free

Acre of farm in 40ft
* Hyper-local, weekly deliveries to each school
* 600-800 Heads of lettuce/kale/chard per week

* 6,000 plants sites (including seedlings)
