e Guarantee demolition for either building.
e Grant the Town or Building Commission approval to begin the demolition process.
e Determine whether or not there is historical significance of either building.

If the vote passes, then the Preservation Commission imposes a demolition delay of between 12
and 18 months and holds a public hearing to determine any historical or architectural significance
on the sites.
