Potential Reasons for Enrollment Decline

» Kindergarten families held students back for additional Pre-K
year

» 366 students withdrew to private schools

» Over 600 students withdrew due to moves outside of Brookline
>  50% outside of MA and the United States

» 55.8% decrease (275 students) in enrollment of students
identified as EL recently arrived in the U.S.

» International students scheduled to leave due to expiration of
VISAS not replaced with new families

» 300% increase in homeschool applications (50 students) as of
Oct. 1

> 17 total homeschool students in 2019-20
