Suggestion that the Architects uses software called Motionsoft during traffic study.
Study Usage of Tennis Courts.

Define how much of the project is renovation and how much of it is expansion.

Don’t think that leaving Driscoll alone whilst other schools are being renovated will
automatically make Driscoll a smaller school. Keeping Driscoll the same will only result
in larger class sizes and more crowding.

Please take a look at whether we actually need Tennis courts. There are many other
places which recently added tennis courts in the area (Waldstein, CCS). They take up a

huge amount of space - almost as much as the playground - for only a couple people’s
use (Most of the time they are taken up by DEDP anyways)
