EXISTING PAVEMENT MARKINGS ARE PRESENT THROUGHOUT THE PROJECT AREA, THOUGH THEY ARE NOT SHOWN ON THE PLANS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL RESTORE ALL PAVEMENT MARKINGS TO THEIR PRECONSTRUCTION CONDITION, AND REPAIR ANY MARKINGS DAMAGED BY THE WORK. ALL EXISTING COLORS, THICKNESSES AND SYMBOLS SHALL BE MATCHED. 23. ALL EXISTING UTILITIES SHALL REMAIN IN SERVICE DURING DEMOLITION AND CONSTRUCTION AT ALL TIMES, UNLESS PRIOR APPROVAL IS GIVEN BY THE TOWN AND/OR THE OWNER. INCLUDING ALL EXISTING UTILITIES/SERVICES ASSOCIATED WITH THE EXISTING BUILDINGS. IF A UTILITY IS DAMAGED, TEMPORARY SERVICE MAY BE REQUIRED BY THE CONTRACTOR, AT HIS OWN EXPENSE. 24. CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT ALL CATCH BASINS WITHIN THE LIMIT OF WORK AND AS CONTRACTOR SHALL PROTECT ALL CATCH BASINS WITHIN THE LIMIT OF WORK AND AS INDICATED ON THE PLANS, IN ACCORDANCE WITH SPECIFICATIONS SECTION 312500 EROSION AND SEDIMENTATION CONTROLS, AND THE DETAILS. 25. AN EROSION CONTROL BARRIER SHALL BE INSTALLED ALONG THE LIMITS OF THE AN EROSION CONTROL BARRIER SHALL BE INSTALLED ALONG THE LIMITS OF THE DEVELOPMENT AS INDICATED ON THE PLANS PRIOR TO THE COMMENCEMENT OF DEMOLITION OR CONSTRUCTION OPERATIONS. CONTRACTOR MAY USE EROSION CONTROL BARRIERS AS SHOWN ON SHEET C-5.0, OR APPROVED EQUALS. CONTRACTOR SHALL INSTALL SILT SACKS ON DOWNSTREAM CATCH BASINS AS INDICATED ON THE PLANS. PRIOR TO INSTALLING SILT SACKS THE CONTRACTOR SHALL CLEAN OUT THE SUMPS OF THE CATCH BASINS. THE EROSION CONTROL AS SHOWN IS A MINIMUM REQUIREMENT, ADDITIONAL EROSION CONTROL MEASURES MAY BE REQUIRED BASED ON A STORM WATER POLLUTION PREVENTION PLAN (SWPPP) (PREPARED BY THE CONTRACTOR OR BY OTHERS FOR THIS PROJECT), OR AS CONDITIONS WARRANT, SEE ADDITIONAL EROSION CONTROL NOTES ON SHEET C-7.0. 26. UTILITY CUT AND CAP LOCATIONS ARE APPROXIMATE, NOT ALL UTILITIES MAY BE SHOWN. UTILITY CUT AND CAP LOCATIONS ARE APPROXIMATE, NOT ALL UTILITIES MAY BE SHOWN. WATER AND SEWER SERVICES SHALL BE CUT AND CAPPED AT THE MAIN. 27. SCHOOL SIGNS AND STREET LIGHTS WITHIN AREAS TO BE DEMOLISHED SHALL BE REMOVED AND RESET, OR SET ASIDE FOR REUSE BY THE TOWN. NOT ALL SCHOOLS SIGNS AND STREETS LIGHTS MAY BE SHOWN. SEE LIGHTING AND TRAFFIC SIGN LOCATIONS PLANS BY OTHERS FOR NEW LOCATIONS. 28. EXISTING PARKING METER HEADS TO BE REMOVED BY THE TOWN, REMOVAL OF THE PARKING METER POST IS BY THE CONTRACTOR, NOT ALL PARKING METERS MAY BE  SHOWN. 29. ALL ITEMS IN BOLD ON DEMOLITION PLAN TO BE REMOVED/DEMOLISHED UNLESS OTHERWISE ALL ITEMS IN BOLD ON DEMOLITION PLAN TO BE REMOVED/DEMOLISHED UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED. SEE SHEET PH-1 FOR INITIAL CONSTRUCTION PHASING & DEMOLITION REQUIREMENTS. CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE CONSTRUCTION MANAGEMENT PLAN FOR OVERALL PHASING, INCLUDING CONSTRUCTION FENCING, CONSTRUCTION ENTRANCES, ADDITIONAL EROSION CONTROLS, STAGING, STOCKPILE AREAS, AND GENERAL SITE LOGISTICS. 30. GRANITE CURB DESIGNATED TO BE REMOVED, SHALL BE SALVAGED AND STORED FOR RE-USE IN GRANITE CURB DESIGNATED TO BE REMOVED, SHALL BE SALVAGED AND STORED FOR RE-USE IN THE NEW RAIN GARDEN DESIGN ASSOCIATED WITH PR-032. CONTRACTOR TO COORDINATE REVIEW OF GRANITE PIECES FOR SELECTION BY THE ARCHITECT, TO ENSURE TOP QUALITY MATERIAL WILL BE INSTALLED. CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBLE FOR DISPOSAL OF ANY UNUSED CURBING DESIGNATED TO BE REMOVED.  
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
